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On July 27, 2002, the contract hopper dredge B.E. Lindholm began work on the Sabine 
Pass Outer Bar, and Sabine Bank Channels of the Sabine-Neches Waterway Project.  Contract 
specifications required dredging an estimated 2,056,000 cubic yards (CY) of shoal material.  The 
required depth of dredging was 44 feet below Mean Low Tide (MLT, Corps of Engineers 
Datum), with 2 feet of allowable overdepth dredging. 

 
Dredging began on July 27, 2002, and was completed on August 13, 2002.  Dredging 

operations were continuous during this time period.  A total of 231 loads of dredged material 
were collected and deposited into Placement Area Nos. 1, 3, and 4.  Dredging was performed 
between Stations 0+000 and 50+000; and 80+000 to 86+000.  A  total of 2,877,918 CY of 
material was excavated from this project. 

 
The dredge was equipped with rigid draghead turtle deflectors, and 100% inflow 

screening with a 4-inch square mesh.  NMFS-approved turtle observers provided 24-hour/day 
monitoring of dragheads and screens for each load cycle.  The observers were employed under a 
subcontract to the dredging contractor, Weeks Marine, Inc. 

 
Pre-dredging risk assessment trawling was conducted during the period from July 22 – 

July 26, 2002.  Relocation trawling was also conducted on a 24-hour daily basis during dredging 
operations.  A total of five loggerhead, and three Kemp’s ridley turtles were captured, tagged and 
relocated.  Two of the loggerheads were captured during pre-dredging trawling; the first capture 
occurred on July 22, and the second on July 24.  One of the remaining three was netted on 
August 7, and the last two were caught on August 10.  These last two turtles were taken in the 
same tow and resulted in significant net damage, requiring the trawler to return to the dock to 
make repairs.  The Kemp’s ridleys were caught on July 28, July 30, and August 8.  All of these 
turtles appeared to be healthy and were released unharmed.  A copy of the tagging reports is 
enclosed. 

 
During the performance of this dredging, one lethal loggerhead sea turtle take was 

documented.  This take occurred on August 11 in load No. 216, and occurred during the time the 
trawler was at the dock repairing the trawl nets.  The water temperature during this take was 
about 29°C.  A copy of the observer reports is enclosed.
